Ollie was a special dog from the start.

He was among a group of dogs rescued
by the Restigouche County SPCA from a
puppy mill in Northern New Brunswick.
He was about a year old and was just
skin and bones. The staff at the SPCA
put about 15 pounds on him. They
offered to show us pictures of what he
looked like when they found him but |
declined. He apparently witnessed a fatal
dog fight while at that puppy mill. |

don’t think he was physically abused,

but | don’t know for sure. Ollie is more
like a cat than a dog in some ways -- he's
already gone through a few lives. Not
only did he survive near starvation at the
puppy mill, he’s had a couple other close
calls. After we had him for about 3
months and were trying to fatten him up,
he got violently sick, quickly lost weight
and refused to eat or drink. Our vet in
Moncton couldn’t figure it out. Off we
went to the Atlantic Veterinary College

in PEI. Emergency exploratory surgery
revealed he had an intussusception in his
intestine, possibly caused by parasites. A
section of his intestine was dying so they
removed about 10 cm. Without surgery
he may have lasted another couple of
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days. Recovery went well. But about six
weeks later he started acting odd again.
Our Moncton vet recommended we
return to AVC, fearing complications
from the first surgery. Back to PEI we
went. Turned out he was not having
complications from the first surgery, but
in fact he had bloated. So now, we are
even more careful with food, water,
exercise and stress for our little Ollie
Woofer. Oh, and there was the time he
devoured all the leather off a pair of my
dad’s shoes and | made him regurgitate
it with the help of peroxide. That was
scary. Health issues aside, Ollie is very
happy to be alive. | think most rescue
animals are. He's a real snuggler. He
loves being cuddled on the couch, loves
staring into the fireplace and loves his
buddy Hunter. Ollie is slowly learning
about the world of Flyball and had some
confidence breakthroughs in Agility this
summer. He has been recently
introduced to Brenda Aloff's behaviour
modification methods and it is exactly
what he needed to help him realize the
world is not such a scary place. It's
awesome, awesome stuff.

Viktor and | indeed
have two special
needs Dobermans on
our hands, but |
wouldn't trade them
for all the dog treats in
the world. We need
these special guys just
as much as they need
to lean on us --
literally! Here's to
long, healthy lives for
all of our pooches.
