The committee has purchased
through the National's Equipment
purchasing opportunity, a new chute for
trial usage. We will have it for our trials
next year as we don'’t receive it until after
the Nationals event is over on August"10
It will have a white barrel, red waterproof
fabric and the AAC logo stitched to the
top of the fabric portion. In all, discount
savings with our conglomerate order came
to about $1000.

Darr will ask a welder to make us
an extra set of security bars for the dog
walk.

At present we have two new
yellow and blue tunnels, one fairly new
black and yellow tunnel and one “really”
worn yellow and black.
