Dogs and 
handlers must be able to play the game realizing that new dogs will do unexpected things when in 
their first couple of tournaments.  Handlers should not have mult iple dogs running at the same 
time on a team.  People want to have fun when playing flyball and that should be a focus at all 
t imes.  Most people want to be on a team that runs under 24 seconds for points.  Given all other 
considerations, the committee would then look at sett ing a team with the fastest dogs available. 
  
Practices need to run with sufficient structure that the needs of members are met.  Certain dogs 
have specific issues, and then there is always the need to do boxwork, passing and racing drive.

My first dog was Zorro, a Border Collie mix that I got as a puppy from the Moncton 
SPCA. Zorro loved everyone and every dog he met. I would walk him around the 
neighborhood and he would cry to go visit humans and dogs alike. He was very sweet 
and obedient, but he also had his little devil side. He specialized in trash can raid and he 
considered used tissues a delicacy.  
 
At that time, Jules and I were not living together so 
Zorro was mostly my dog. I was living in an apartment 
near the Moncton Museum with my brother Pierre. It 
was during walks in the neighborhood and along the 
Petitcodiac River that Zorro met this nice red 
Doberman female. Hunter and Zorro became best 
buddies while Krista Petersen and I became good 
friends. We were fellow journalists who passed time 
during interminable town council meetings by talking 
about dogs. Krista told me about that agility thing she 
was doing with Hunter and I was intrigued. I was 
tempted to try it with Zorro, but I didn’t dare. You see, 
Zorro had his first seizure when he was only 6 months 
old and his grand mal seizures were getting worst and 
worst even with medication. We had 3 wonderful years 
with Zorro before his epilepsy got so out of control that 
he didn’t have any quality of life despite all our efforts. He left us in the spring of 2000 
and he is now resting on my parent’s land where Jules and I hope to one day build our 
dream home. 
 
Jules and I knew we wanted another Border Collie and Krista invited me to go to an 
agility practice with her so I could meet some FAME people who could maybe help us 
find one. I left my name with a couple of people that Saturday morning, not thinking I 
would get a phone call from Annette Duguay two weeks later. The farmer who had bred 
Fax had called: a family from Shediac Bridge had adopted one of his red female BC a 
week earlier but with 3 young kids, the mother didn’t have time for the puppy. Did 
Annette know someone who was looking for a dog? So that’s how Moka came into our 
lives. We “only” went to check her out that night, but we also brought some money and a 
new camera (like you can go “see” a puppy and leave her there!) I can still see her in 
Jules’s arm and the smile on his face when she licked him for the first time. As you 
know, licking her fr iend’s faces is one of Moka’s favorite past-time!  
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We brought her to obedience classes with 
Sheryl Deacon and did all the socialization 
that we could think off. She was like a little 
sponge and absorbed all the learning that she 
could. But around 6 months, our puppy who 
didn’t mind strangers started to guard our 
camp site where we were staying at Fundy 
National Park. She started to growl at other 
hikers on the trail. By the time we realized 
Moka had developed a problem, winter was 
upon us and it was hard to find occasions to 
socialize her.

She loves to run and will 
impatiently herd Jules when he is too slow to line her up. She enthusiastically barked her 
way to her FMCh and she may obtain her ONYX this year (Aléa also). 
 
One day, I got an email from Krista, forwarding a 
message from Dulcie Knee who was fostering a 
young red BC who was related to Moka. I was 
trying to work that day but I kept going back to that 
picture (the one on the right). That dog was too cute 
with her spiky wet fur! So, I emailed Dulcie, 
innocently asking her about her foster dog. Dulcie 
replied right away, inviting us to go see her little 
foster girl. We went that evening and she fell asleep 
on my feet after romping in a field with Moka. I fell 
in love with that poor bag of bones sleeping on my 
feet.
